To denigrate someone's reputation merely on hearsay is wrong.

4. |doleful DOL ful having great sorrow
Synonyms >> melancholy, plaintive, lugubrious, mournful Antonym >> | cheerful
By her doleful expression, I knew that she did not make the cheerleader squad.
Derivatives >> dolefully, dolefulness
5. |epilogue EP uh log | a short addition to a literary work, a short speech given at the end of a play
Synonyms >> Antonym >> |
The author's intent in writing the novel can be found in the epilogue.
Derivatives >> epilog, epilogist, epilogues, epologuize
6. |epitaph EP uh taf | an inscription in memory of a dead person (usually on a tombstone)
Synonyms >> | Antonym >> |
She wants to write her own epitaph before she dies, rather than have someone else write it later.
Derivatives >> epitaphial, epitaphless, epitaphic
7. |foible FOI bul | slight fault, minor weakness of character
Synonyms >> failing, fragility, vice | Antonym >> | strong point
His character is weakened only by a slight foible.
Derivatives >> foibles
8. |garish GAR ish | crudely or tastelessly colorful or showy; excessively ornate or elaborate
Synonyms >> loud, tawdry, gaudy |Antonym >> | austere; modest
Her garish clothes made her look out of place in the conservative setting.

9. |homage HOM jj | a reverential regard; respect shown by external action
Synonyms >> honor, reverence, deference, obeisance |Ant0nym >> | disrespect
The people went to pay homage to their respected leader.

Although he importuned for one more chance, his former boss would not rehire him.
